
Local shops : 
 
Moat Farm Touring Caravan Park & 
Campsite is located almost equidistant 
between Thetford (7 miles) and Watton 
(7 miles). 
 
Thetford has a large variety of shops 
and attractions both in the town and on 
the outside of the town, all major 
supermarkets can be found in Thetford 
including Sainsbury’s and Tesco. 
 
Watton also has it’s fair share of shops 
including Tesco’s for your main 
provisions but in the main the shops in 
Watton are of a smaller more personal 
nature. 
 
East Dereham, is a further 5 miles north 
of Watton and also boasts some fine 
shops and unique attractions including 
restaurants and a cinema. 
 
Norwich is just 25 miles distant from 
Moat Farm, via the A11, so a trip to the 
cathedral city of Norwich is no more 
than a 45 minute drive where almost 
every conceivable type and style of shop 
can be found including some renowned 
restaurants and markets.

Directions : 
 
From the A11 roundabout at Thetford, 
take the A1075 towards East Dereham/ 
Watton. 
 
After travelling approx. 7 miles, passing 
the picnic area and then TWO signs for 
Gt. Hockham, TURN RIGHT at the 
bottom of the hill into Low Road. Moat 
Farm is the third farmhouse on the left.

Many parts of the county of Norfolk, 
remain largely untouched by tourism, 
making it one of England’s lesser known 
counties.
